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Directions to Cowgirl Creamery, Point Reyes Stafion
There are several routes to our creamery in Point Reyes Station, all very scenic but some more fime consuming than others.

So depending upon your schedule, you can choose the route that will work best for you. We hope these directions help you
find your way to us!

From the south, after crossing the Golden Gate Bridge:

Route #1

Once across the Golden Gate Bridge, continue north on Hwy. 101 to the exit for San Anselmo/Sir Francis Drake Boulevard
& Richmond Bridge. Bear left on the exit ramp towards San Anselmo. You will be on Sir Francis Drake Blvd. and will follow
it for about 45 minutes fo Olema. At the blinking light in Olema, turn right towards Point Reyes Station. Come over the
green bridge, through town and turn left at the bank. Tomales Bay Foods is at the end of the block. Estimated driving
time: 90 minutes.

Route #2

This route takes you a bit further north on Hwy. 101. Once across the Golden Gate Bridge, continue north on Hwy. 101.
After passing the San Rafael exits, look for the Lucas Valley Road exit. Turn left off the exit ramp onto Lucas Valley Road.
Follow this road for about 30 minutes to the end and turn right onto Nicasio Valley Road towards Nicasio. Pass through
Nicasio and follow to the T-junction. Turn left onto Point Reyes-Petaluma Road and follow to the stop sign. Turn right
towards Point Reyes and follow to the intersection of Hwy. 1. Turn left onto Hwy. 1, follow down the hill and stay straight
past the gas station. The Tomales Bay Foods barn is on the left. Estimated driving time: 90 minutes.

Route #3

If you have plenty of time, the Hwy.1 coastal drive is beautiful. It is not recommended at night or in dense fog. Once
across the Golden Gate Bridge, look for the Hwy. 1/Stinson Beach exit. At the exit ramp, follow signs for Hwy. 1 north.
This route will take you past the turn-off for Muir Woods and hugs the coast going north. Just follow Hwy. 1 past Stinson
Beach, Bolinas, Olema and into Point Reyes Station. Come over the green bridge, through town and turn left at the bank.
Tomales Bay Foods is at the end of the block. Estimated driving time: 2 and %2 hours.
